POLICY FOR STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS

Membership in student organizations and participation in student activities are open to all Earlham College students.  Organizations receive recognition through application to the Student Organizations Council  (SOC), which is part of Earlham Student Government.  Such recognition makes an organization eligible to apply for funding from the Student Activity Fee.

1. Students are free to belong to and form any organization to promote and develop their common interests.

2. In order to use the college’s name, facilities or financial resources, an organization must be recognized by SOC.  In order to be considered for recognition a group must submit a Petition of Recognition form.

3. Recognition and funding of an organization reflects Earlham’s commitment to act as a forum for the free expression of ideas, but do not imply the college’s agreement with or the support of the activities of any organization.

4. The aims of an organization should not run counter to the mission of Earlham College, nor should an organization be recognized or funded if its aims or activities violate either “Principles and Practices” or relevant local, state, or federal laws.

5. The purpose of a recognized Earlham student organization that uses Student Activities Fee money should be primarily educational, not social.  Generally, no activities will be funded that are not open to the entire community; however SOC will entertain proposals that seek exception to this rule.

6. SOC recommends that every recognized organization have a faculty advisor.  No organization may receive more than $100 without a faculty advisor.  

7. Financial reports from organizations funded by SOC are required once a semester and should be submitted to SOC and the Director of Student Activities.

8.  SOC reserves the right to withdraw recognition or funding from any organization that acts in ways inconsistent with this policy.  
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
